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Students who have earned an Associate of Arts degree from an accredited institution will have their degree considered for meeting all General Education Core requirements
with the exception two religion courses and any specific courses required by the individual major area of study.

While the English transfer pathway is applicable to all Bachelor of Arts and Bachelor of Science degree programs offered at Waldorf University, it follows more closely to the
following four year degree programs in English, Business, Communications, Creative Writing, Criminal Justice, Education, History and Theatre Arts:
